Mr. Speaker : Ch. Ranbir Singh, M.L.A. also raised a point of
order whether a Minister could insist on reading a lengthy reply instead
of laying it on the Table of the House.

In this connection, I may point out that the object of question is
to elicit important information in public interest. The weapon of putting
questions by the Hon. Members is to draw attention to the grievances of
the public. Therefore, it is essential that the question hour should be
properly utilised and there should be no wastage of time. If the time
available during the question hour is consumed only in reading out a lengthy
statement by a Minister while replying to a question, this will defeat the
very purpose and importance of the question hour. In such casesitis
better to lay such lengthy statement on the Table of the House, this will
avoid the wastage of time of the House and allow the members to make
full use of the question hour. Therefore, I would advise the Ministers that
in future where the answers are lengthy it is desirable, profitable and
more appropriate to lay the statements on the Table of the House. In this
connections I would refer to the Lok Sabha Debates dated 27th August,
1970, page 27, Col. 2, where the Speaker, Lok Sabha, in similar

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circumstances observed -

"I would advise Minister that where the answers are lengthy it is
better to lay the statements

Incidentally I may also observe that although there is no legal
objection to the raising of points of order during the question hour yet no
points of order should normally be raised during the question hour so
that the time is saved for asking and answering maximum number of
questions.

On 9th February, 1971, I reserved my ruling whether
supplementaries on Starred question No. 1113 in the name of Chaudhri
Ranbir Singh should be allowed or not. As the whole time was taken in
answering this question and no time was left for supplementaries to this
questions, I allow the supplementaries to be asked in respect of this
question today before the regular list of questions for today is taken up.

The reasons for revision of tariff are as follows :-

(1) Section 89 of the Indian Electricity (Supply) Act, 1948 provides
that the Board shall not carry out its operation at a loss and shall adjust
its tariff accordingly from time to time. Even with the revision of tariff the
Board ran almost on no profit no loss basis upto 1969-70 while in 1970-
71 the Board has suffered a loss in the commercial sense.

(i1) The Board has given an undertaking to the World Bank
through the State Govt. that the Board would earn a net return of 8.5
percent after meeting Operation, Maintenance, Establishment and
Depreciation charges and this undertaking had to be fulfilled to obtain
further credits from the World Bank.

(iii) The Govt. of India and the State Govt. had accepted the
recommendation of the Venkatraman Committee that the Board should
earn a net profit of 3 percent on their Capital base, after meeting the
expenditure.

(c) The increase in rates works out to about 66 percent.
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
