Method:

Wash Tomatoes, green chilies and Kachri.

Check Kachri by tasting a small piece, discardtieb.
Grind Kachri, Green Chillies

Add salt and chaach; Mix well. (In case of non &lality of chaach add Tomato while
grinding.

Pudina Pyaaj Ki Chutney(Serves — Four)

Ingredients:

Mint leaves (Pudina) — 25-30, green chillies — ®4#jon — 2 (Medium sized), salt—a
pinch, Green Mango (Kaccha Achari Aam) — 1-2 tezospscoop or amchoor % tea
spoon or tomato — 1-2 medium sized.
